STATIONS OF THE CROSS:

Do you ever wonder what it was really like to be at the
Passion of Jesus?

Our tendency is to approach the Gospels as history, far
removed from who and where we are today. The
temptation is to distance ourselves and approach them in
an impersonal way. But the Gospels are a living, breathing,
deeply personal experience. If we are to encounter the
living Jesus as powerfully as possible, we need to learn to
place ourselves there, in each scene, seeing, hearing,
smelling, and tasting everything that is happening,
contemplating what each person in the scene is thinking,
feeling, hoping, fearing.

The Stations of the Cross is one of the most simple, yet
powerful, ways to prayerfully walk alongside Jesus and
encounter him like never before. There are fourteen
Stations of the Cross. Each is an invitation to contemplate
and experience a pivotal moment from Jesus’ sentencing
to his death to his burial. They are a powerful way to step
into some of the most significant moments in human
history and encounter Jesus like never before.

LENTEN SERVICES: Please support our extra services
during Lent. These help us to deepen our faith at this
most holy time of year, bringing us closer to Christ
and granting us many graces. During Lent we will be
holding Stations of the Cross on Friday evenings at
7pm and a Holy Hour with Benediction and evening
prayer on Sunday evening at 4pm. These services will
alternate between both churches.
